Mr. Buchheitreportedthat 62% of theFiscal Year 2011 membership duebad been received and thanked those
thathadpaid for their prompt response.

Mr. Buchheitreportedthat the Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) Review Committee had reviewed a $50,000 loan
application for a company that planned to grind arig-wall and chip board to be 1#sed as gypsum for lawns and
to stripe fields such as football fields. In addition, foreclosure proceedings had begunycare t&cility in Perry
County.

Ms. Yates reported that the obelta Regional Authority pre-application that had been approved was submitted
from the City of Farmington to instal/l i mprovéhke wiring
City will be submitting the full application.

Brian Balsman reported that he had not heard any new information from the Atea&and Security Oversight
Committee (HSOC) but indicated that Region E had requested an extensitanfrrent grant No official notice

had been received regarding this request at the time of this meeting. The 2009 grant had been approved and staff
would be signing the paperwork and returning the agreement as soon as it was received.

Mr. Balsman also reported thhe had attended a web meeting in Sikeston at which Adobe Connect Pro and
Welcome were set up and attempted to be used. The results were only partially suaesséulgroup could

A handout was also provided and is attached to these minutes showing budget expenditures for the Region E HSOC
for Fiscal Year 2008 Mr. Balsman pointed out that $107,000 remained to be spent due to a number of fawators.

Mr. Grimesstated that there had been no change regailit®) plans regarding designation nbnattainment

area statusfor Perry and Ste. Genevieve Counties. Representatives of EPA and the Missouri Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) attended the Jun® Ai8 Quality Committee meeting.The committee members had
asked good questions and made their feelings clear AoadBB DNR. Mr. Grimes felt the August 3ileadline for



the new rules would be met and that DMRuld let field staff have input concerning the boundaries of the new
nonattainment areathensubmit those recommeations to EPA by January, 201EPA will thenhave another six
months to review those recommendations. Mr. Grimes felt that thestaeards for air quality would be set at 65
ppb and that Perry and Ste. Genevieve Counties would be designated as standalone nonattainment areas.

Mr. Grimesreminded the membershipat the staff had been attempting to find funding to implement the Clean Air

Action Plan (CAAP) as the document was the areads bes

Applications had been submitted to EPA and Hoenomic Development Administration (EDA), but neither was
approved. However, two additional potenti al funding

Communities Program and through the De(ldD)tSustaimble o f Ho

Communities Planning Grant Program. Two resolutions were presented for passage authorizing the Executive
Director to apply for and accept funding for these requests. Mr. Buerck moved that both resolutions be passed as
presented; Village Chairam England seconded the motion; motion carri&igned copies of the resolutions are
attached to these minutes.

Mr. Grimescommented that the draft resolution presented at a rédissburi Air Conservation Commission
(MACC) had not passedde hadinvitedthe author of that resolution to attend a Commission meeting

Mr. Grimesalso reported thaDNR had performed a performance audittteé Diesel Emissions Reduction Act

(DERA) Program just prior to this meeting and gave a clean opiniddl grant recpients had been paid and the

final report would be ready to submit by JuR: 1A second round of DERA funding would be made available with
funding of about $80,000. These funds would be made available after alocissevere complete. Mr. Grimes

noted that the first round of funding was about $400,000, but not enough applications were received to use the entire
amount. It was not known when the additional funding would become available, but the staff asked for
authorization to continue the progranA motion was passed authorizing the staff to pursue additional funding
through the Diesel Emissions Reduction Act Program.

The Commission had received authorization from DNR to contract with Ste. Genevieve and Cape Girardeau
Counties to administer grants through Emergy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG)program

Mr. Grimesindicated that the invitation to dbithe variouscompmpnentsfor the lighting improvementbdad been

issued He also felt there would be funding available for additional entities to participate in the EECBG program. A
webinar was schedulddr the week following thigneetingregarding formsformats and reporting requirements for

the program.

Brian Balsman reported thaf the 24 entities contracteti8 communities had returned tivater and sewer system
surveys The DNR contract wascheduled to end in March, 2011; however, Mr. Balsmarakkedd all of those not
yet responding to return the surveys by Jurlé 25

Abul l etin had been DraftsState #iscal Year@®1|mnendedUs&PtuRrinking Water

State Revolving Fund Loan Program. Those communities in the SEMO Regltedfor funding during the year
included Jackson, Whitewater, Allenville and Leadwood. A copy of the bulletin and the listing were available at the
meeting for those wishing to review it.

In addition, the Executive Director reported that $100,000 ldvdae available statewide to regional planning
organizations for the 2011 fiscal year. However, it was anticipated that 3% would be withheld fistat¢haid

to Regional Planning Program Depending upon how the fundere distributed among the 19 plaing areas,

only about $4,400 to $5,100 would be available to the Commission for use in matching other programs and for
planning work with local entities. Mr. Buchheit asked for authorization to apply for and accept the State Aid to
Regional Planninqunds A motion was passed autharig the Executive Director to apply for and accept the State

Aid to Regional Planning funds.

Mr. Christian commented that the State Emergency Management Agency (SEMA) was not renewing its contract
with theengineemwho was eviewing thecounty hazard mitigation plans A number of plans across the state had
not yet been reviewed, so there was some uncertainty as to who would be performing the reviews.

Mr. Shrum noted that there was no American flag on display at Commissietingge and asked that one be
acquired and displayed in the meeting room.
